Byway / Bridleway Report
We have created separate reports for both regions we currently cover.

Croydon/Reigate/Redhill Report – Provides details of nearly 32 miles of off road sections which have been surveyed as part of creating these circuits and are suitable for children.

Bromley Report - Analyses approximately 23 miles of off road sections that have been surveyed as part of creating these circuits. The Bromley report lists all off road sections we surveyed regardless of their suitability for Children but indicates which ones are most suitable.
For each byway / bridleway the report will cover:

· Location

· The Ordnance Survey grid reference where this byway / bridleway can be located.

· Approximate length of byway / bridleway.

· If it is linked to any other byway /bridleway? 
· How easy it is to navigate.

· Which end they would need to start at to go downhill?
· What the climbs / descents are like.

· What the predominant surface is i.e. mud, flint, field, shingle etc.

· Is it mainly open or tree covered?
· Are there gully’s that make cycling difficult? 

· Are there wooden re-enforced steps on this byway / bridleway?
· Are there other obstacles? If so, what?

· Can this byway / bridleway easily be cycled in the wet?
· How suitable is this byway / bridleway for 6-10 year olds?
· How suitable is this byway / bridleway for 11-15 year olds?
· Where's best to park?
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
